Rotation Sunday School — Weekly Words

Jesus Heals Ten Lepers
April 7th-May 5th

This story is about ten lepers, the untouchables of society, outsiders, the
"unclean." Keeping their distance, the ten lepers call out, "Jesus, Master,
have mercy on us!" This is a story about judging people based on their condi-
tion. Leprosy was a terrible disease which, by the time of Jesus, people were
saying was a punishment from God, a sign of sin, something you deserved, a
literal living hell. How does Jesus react? He heals their leprosy without asking
about their worthiness or faith; Jesus rejected what the culture accepted as
fact. He tells the men to go and show themselves to the priest. As they went,
they were made clean. Then one, (a hated Samaritan), when he saw he was
cured, returned to Jesus praising God, his heart over flowing with thanks and
gratitude that his life was now new and clean. Jesus responded, "Were not ten
made clean? But the other nine, where are they?" Jesus made it his business
to care for those whose diseases, disabilities, despair, and doubts left them
feeling separated from God and their communities. This is a story of Jesus'
amazing saving grace-which restores us to God and each other. Now what
about those "other nine"? Yep, the ones who got healed, but forgot to thank
Jesus? The Bible doesn't tell us, but we hope our KIDS will be like that grate-
ful leper and respond to God's grace. We hope they will recognize to whom
they own their own healing, their salvation, and lead a grateful life in response.
Our response to Jesus' grace should be gratitude, and not just the saying
"thank you" kind. That kind of gratitude is a life of grace-giving and "paying it
forward" to those who struggle and feel unloved, the marginalized of socie-

As we get older, we naturally slow down and become less active; indeed, for
some it is a struggle to maintain a high activity level. As a result, our overall
health tends to steadily diminish, with weight gain, loss of muscle mass (about
5 pounds per decade after age 35!) and a compromised metabolic state. And it
is often an insidious progression.

So what can a person do? Well, obviously, shift from being sedentary to more
active. Aging is inevitable, but there are ways to delay the accompanying de-
cline, and staying active should be a fundamental component of everyone’s
approach. Exercising stresses the muscles that, in turn, produce a protein that
crosses the blood-brain barrier and stimulates the brain, one of the great bene-
fits of which is growth of the hippocampus, our memory center. We need all
the insurance we can get to suppress memory loss! Added benefits of exercise
include less joint pain, less bone loss (for both men and women, but especially
for women), fewer wrinkles and added agility.

Exercise is also essential for keeping diseases at bay; in fact, it's hard to come
up with a disease that exercise doesn’t help guard against. One that’s on eve-
ryone’s mind is heart disease, and it's not hard to understand that regular exer-
cise improves heart function and circulation with an attendant reduced risk of
heart disease. We should all target a resting pulse rate of 60 beats per minute
or lower.

What kind of exercise should one pursue? Basically, any kind of movement is
helpful, and once you initiate low-intensity workouts, you can slowly increase
your efforts. Fifty percent () of Americans claim to do less than 10 minutes of
walking per day. An admirable goal is to get 10,000 steps a day. This is what
Sherry and | strive for. Some of you keep track with a fitbit or similar device;
we use the health app on our smart phone (it came with the phone). We often
adjust our evening walks to make sure we reach the 10,000 mark or beyond.

A second type of exercise is resistance training where you are moving your
body against gravity, a good example being weight training. This is especially
effective in helping maintain muscle mass. It can be a little more difficult to
achieve than simple cardiovascular exercise, because it often necessitates
special equipment, but ideally one should complement one type with the other.

Regardless of your approach to keeping active, it should be comforting to real-
ize that simple walking, no matter what your age and condition, pays immeas-

urable dividends. - Submitted by Steve Downs

Tuesday, April 9 — Dietrich Bonhoeffer, theologian, died 1945

Bonhoeffer was a German theologian who wrote profoundly, yet in an accessi-
ble manner. In the Second World War, he became a leader of the Confessing
Church in Germany that resisted the Nazi movement. Linked to a plot to kill Hit-
ler, he was hanged shortly before the end of the war.

Wednesday, April 10 — Mikael Agricola, Bishop of Turku, died 1557
Consecrated bishop of Turku, Finland, without the approval of the pope, Agrico-
la began a reform along Lutheran lines. In only three years, he translated the
New Testament and worship texts into Finnish, in the process establishing the
rules of Finnish writing that are still used today.
